Project


For this section, we will be doing a pyramid (similar to a 3-D diorama but with four sections). The base of the pyramid and most of the work will be done at school, but your student may require to do some work at home.


The pyramid will be due on Friday, November 4, 2011. This project will be worth 100 points. For each day the project is late, ten points will be taken off of the total score.


The information inside the pyramid will be focused on ONE of the Native American tribes discussed. These tribes are

· Anasazi


- Chinook


- Navajo

· Hopi


- Mandan


- Iroquois

· Cherokee


- Maya


- Aztec

The pyramid must indicate that your child has a clear understanding of the particular tribe they choose. Besides choosing the tribe, they can also select what information they will put in each of the four frames of their pyramid. They could choose things like:


- homes





-arts and crafts


- occupations




- children at play


- celebrations or ceremonies


- habitats


- religious practices



- hunting practices


- leaders and government



- marketplaces


It is expected that your child will use his/her Social Studies textbook to research information about the tribes. It is preferred though that they will also use at least one other source of information to find out more. This could be an encyclopedia, the internet, other non-fiction literature, etc.


We hope your child enjoys this project. You child should begin right away and work at this a little at a time so they don’t become overwhelmed when the project is due.
